INSTRUCTIONS

Install the POSS-I-BOWL 2000 battery operated ball release at the top of 
the (3) piece chrome plated bowling ramp. Make sure that the aluminum “U” 
shape piece front section has a flat bar in the front and that the back 
section sets in the center 1” round tube of the two legs.

The POSS-I-BOWL 2000 is operated by a 9 volt battery. It has an on/off 
switch and (2) 1/8” jack inputs. It makes no difference which jack input you 
put your switch in, it will still operate when pushed. The 2nd switch input is 
for an attendant, if a switch is used the ball will not release unless both 
switches are pushed.

Note:

This POSS-I-BOWL 2000 will work on all metal ramps, if they do not slip in between the down 
ramp rails correctly, we can supply the part needed.

ACTUATOR 
The actuator is held to the 
hinge by use of a ty wrap

Note:
This is a ball release, not pusher



Actuator Operation

The actuator will release the ball by plugging it into one of the 1/8” jacks
on the back section of the POSS-I-BOWL 2000. When you push the button
the actuator will pull down  and release the ball. There is a time delay after
the actuator has been released. This will stop the release from popping back
up. If you want you can push the plunger down and push the ball by hand.
If you want to use the switch for another client, push a switch again and the
plunger will pop  up, ready to use.   plunger will pop  up, ready to use.
